course description

This course is a two-part study to give the student an understanding of the Assemblies of God history, missions, and governance.  Historically the course is covered by studying the stories of people influential in the development of the Assemblies of God.  Theological attention is given to the development of the Tenants of Faith and theology of missions with an emphasis on the people that were involved in the process.  Organizationally, the General Council Constitution and Bylaws will be reviewed with a focus on the structure of the Assemblies of God as well as local church organization.
