required reading: Horton, Stanley M. Acts: A Logion Commentary. Springfield, Mo: Logion Press 2001.
course description

A study of Acts with concentration on the biblical theology of Acts, the historical background of events, and an emphasis on Luke’s historical and theological narrative. Special attention is given to the supernatural role of the Holy Spirit in the birth and development of the church.

course objectives

As a result of the course the student should be able to:

A. Discover in Acts a new way for us to live in relationship to the Lord, the Church, and the Holy Spirit.

B. Understand and explain the development and growth of the early Church.

C. Trace the Pauline missionary journeys and the gospel movement to the ends of the earth.

D. Determine the importance of Luke’s historical and theological narratives.

E. Be prepared to communicate the message of Acts with accuracy with regard to the text and to a contemporary audience.

structure of the course

The study guide will both reflective and comprehensive. The student should spend time in drawing from the material and scriptures helpful notes that could be used in practical ministry. The student should have a workable knowledge of the outline of Acts. The student should spend time in reading Acts in a least two modern translations. 
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
