5. In the Old Testament, what was the most frequent result of the Spirit coming upon individuals and groups? 


6. What main ideas about the Holy Spirit are found in the non-canonical books of intertestamental Judaism. 


7. What events in the life of Jesus show the important connection between Him and the Holy Spirit?  

8. Did the eternal Son of God really need the anointing of the Spirit to accomplish His earthly work? Explain. 


9. According to John’s Gospel, what three activities of the Holy Spirit relate specifically to Christ? 


10. What two figures of speech in the New Testament show the intimate connection between the Holy Spirit and the Church? 


11. In what four ways is the Spirit’s activity related to the Church as the body of Christ? 


12. What are two acceptable interpretations of the phrase “the fellowship of the Holy Spirit”? 


13. Explain briefly Jesus’ statement that the Holy Spirit will convict (convince) the world of sin, of righteousness, and of judgment (John 16:8) 


14. What three extreme views of sanctification must be avoided? Explain each briefly. 


15. In what three ways is the Holy Spirit related to the resurrection of believers? 


16. Define revelation as it applies to Scripture. What is the role of the Spirit in revelation? 


17. In the matter of inspiration, what is the relationship between the human authors and the Holy Spirit? 


18. Since Jesus promised that the Holy Spirit would teach us all things, does this rule out human teachers of the Word? Explain. 


19. Give two reasons why serious attention must be given to hermeneutical matters related to the doctrine of Spirit baptism. 

20. What does the author mean when he says, “A specific biblical writer must be understood on his own terms?” Relate this to Luke’s theology of the Holy Spirit. 


21. List eight other expressions that Luke uses for the experience often called the baptism in the Holy Spirit. 


22. What do Pentecostals mean when they teach that the outpouring of the Spirit on the Day of Pentecost is paradigmatic, or programmatic, in nature? 


23. What is the best explanation for the ten-day waiting period between Jesus’ ascension and the outpouring of the Spirit on the Day of Pentecost? 


24. How do the spiritual experiences of Saul of Tarsus (Acts 9:1-17) show a separation between conversion and Spirit baptism and that one is subsequent to the other? Pages: 


25. reflective: In your own words, explain briefly the position of most Pentecostals that Spirit baptism is distinct from the Spirit’s work in regeneration.
