Overview

Paul’s letter to the church in Rome is the most extensive theological presentation in the New Testament.  For this reason, it has demanded the attention of biblical students in every era.  Yet, there are significant passages in Romans that are paralleled in other NT writings, indicating that Paul is addressing important issues that are not entirely new. 

Objectives

1. Establish the historical context for the letter to the Romans in the NT book of Acts.

2. Why is Paul writing this extensive letter to a church he did not establish and has never visited?

3. What are the major theological themes presented in this letter?

4. How can other Pauline writings containing parallel passages help us understand Romans?
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
